ROOFLINES Since 1914
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“Most Important Project” Underway at Walter Reed

D
earl Tate, project 
superintendent of 
Turner Construc-
tion, is building 
the most impor-

tant building of his life. And 
for Tate�s client, the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers, the project 
is the most important building 
in the world right now. So it 
would only � gure that he would 
hire the best subcontractors 
he could � nd. And that is how 
Wagner Roo� ng came to build 
the roof over the new Walter 
Reed Army Medical Center 
Military Amputee Training 
Center, which Tate says will be 
completed September 13, two 
months ahead of schedule. 

�Wagner came in and put 
on a roof in about two weeks,� 
he says. �They worked very 
quickly. I was told by Turner 
folks that Wagner was good as 
far as safety and installation, 
and I haven�t worked with a 
better subcontractor out here.�

Wagner�s work consisted of in-
stalling a Firestone ballasted .060''
EPDM roof system and � re-
treated wood blocking around the 
perimeter of the building. 

The building, which will be 
adjoined to the Walter Reed hos-
pital by a walkway one � oor above 
ground level, will be two stories 
and a total of 31,000 square feet. 
Designed to be a sister facility to 
the new Center for the Intrepid, 

adjacent to Brooke Army Medical 
Center in San Antonio, the space 
will focus on post-injury rehabili-
tation for amputees. Soldiers and 
marines who have lost limbs now 
use an orthotics and prosthetics 
lab and a physical therapy room 
at the hospital�facilities that are 
not equipped to handle the num-
ber of amputees coming home 
from Iraq and Afghanistan. There 
are now more than 500 amputees 
who have returned home from 
the con� ict, and most have been 
(or are currently being) treated at 
Walter Reed. 

The new center will have a 
20-foot climbing and rappel-
ling wall, elevating treadmills, a 
gait lab with cameras, weights, 
a running track with a trapeze 
system (so patients learning to 
run on prosthetic legs won�t fall) 
and administrative of� ces. It will 
also have a CAREN (Computer 
Assisted Rehabilitation Environ-

ments) System, which consists 
of a 3D video projection, a 
motion platform and a graphics 
workstation, which allow staff 
to view and analyze balance and 
coordination movement patters 
in a real-time environment and 
correct the patient�s behavior. 

Tate says they started pour-
ing concrete October 19 and
